Technical officers conduct a wide range of sampling and testing that requires
the application of broad scientific-technical knowledge and skills, with
substantial depth in some areas. Although technical officers generally work
in a laboratory, they often work closely with personnel in other teams within a
section of the workplace. They may liaise with suppliers to troubleshoot
product non-conformance at the direction of laboratory supervisors or
managers. They gather information on non-conformance and events that may
lead to the modification of workplace procedures. They may also
demonstrate methods to others and train them to collect samples and
conduct basic tests reliably.
